DETAILED ANALYSIS
Job Retention Tax Credit

The bill modifies the employment and investment requirements that businesses must
meet to receive a Job Retention Tax Credit (JRTC).

Current requirements

Continuing law authorizes the JRTC for businesses that agree to make a minimum capital
investment in Ohio and to retain a specified number of employees in connection with that
capital project. The business must be engaged in either manufacturing or corporate
administrative functions. To receive the tax credit, the business applies to the Tax Credit
Authority, which reviews the application and offers a tax credit agreement. The credit will equal
an agreed-upon percentage of the business’ payroll, and can be allowed for up to 15 years.

To receive the credit, currently, a business must employ at least 500 employees or have
an annual payroll in Ohio of at least $35 million. In addition, for manufacturing projects, the
business must make a capital investment in Ohio of at least $50 million over three years. For
corporate administrative projects, the investment must equal at least $20 million.

The bill

The bill makes several changes to these requirements. First, the bill provides that, if a
corporate administrative project is located in a foreign trade zone, the business does not have
to meet the 500 employee or $35 million in payroll requirement. The project must still involve
an investment of at least $20 million over three years.
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For manufacturing projects, the bill entirely removes the requirement that a business
have at least 500 employees or $35 million in payroll. In addition, the bill modifies the $50
million capital investment requirement, such that a manufacturer’s investment may equal
either (a) $50 million or (b) 5% of the net book value of the tangible personal property located
at the project site on the last day of the three-year investment period.1
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
