Immunity from civil liability

No provision. Provides a qualified immunity from liability for
damages in a civil action for injury, death, or loss
to person or property that allegedly arises from an
act or omission associated with the food allergy
training or instruction, unless that act or omission
constitutes willful or wanton misconduct, for all of
the following:

-A school or school district;
-A member of a district board of education;

-A licensed health professional authorized to
prescribe drugs who personally furnishes or
prescribes epinephrine autoinjectors; and

-An anaphylaxis training organization and its
personnel (R.C. 3301.719(E)).

Food allergy training and instruction topics

No provision. Specifies that if a school board chooses to develop
staff training and instruction for students on food
allergies that training may include the following:

-Signs and symptoms of anaphylaxis;
