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BILL SUMMARY

e Formally establishes the ODOT Bridge Partnership Program through which ODOT
must work with counties and other local jurisdictions to fund the rehabilitation and
reconstruction of structurally deficient bridges.

e Requires the Director of Transportation to produce a report that includes
recommendations for how ODOT can continue to fund the Program through and
after the end of FY 2019 using ODOT's current and continued revenue sources.

CONTENT AND OPERATION
ODOT Bridge Partnership Program

Since 2014, the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) has operated the
Ohio Bridge Partnership Program for purposes of repairing structurally deficient
county and municipal bridges. The bill formally establishes and codifies the ODOT
Bridge Partnership Program, with requirements that are consistent with the current
practices of the Program. The bill requires ODOT to work with counties and other local
jurisdictions to fund the rehabilitation or reconstruction of selected bridges that are
located on county roads or within municipal corporations and are owned by a county
or municipal corporation. Under the bill, in order to be eligible for the ODOT Bridge
Partnership Program, a bridge must meet all of the following criteria:

(1) The bridge is not less than 20 feet long;

(2) The bridge is structurally deficient, meaning that the bridge is safe for use but
in need of repair; and



(3) The bridge is currently open and carrying vehicular traffic.

In choosing bridges for the Program, the Director of ODOT must confer with the
appropriate county or municipal officials. The Program may include embankments,
drainage, and other issues related to a bridge that is chosen.!

Report

The bill also requires the Director of Transportation to produce a report that
includes recommendations for how ODOT can continue to fund the Program through
and after the end of FY 2019 using ODOT's current and continued revenue sources. The
Director must submit the report within 90 days of the effective date of the bill to the
Governor, the President of the Senate, and the Speaker of the House of Representatives.>

Repeal of the bill's provisions

All provisions of the bill are repealed effective July 1, 2019.3

COMMENT

The provisions of this bill were enacted in Sub. H.B. 26 of the 132nd General
Assembly (the transportation budget) and were effective as of June 30, 2017.
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
