Department of Education appropriations

The bill appropriates just over $19 million of federal Governor Emergency Education
Relief funds for FY 2021 to the Department of Education to be distributed to county boards of
developmental disabilities serving school-age students, educational service centers, and joint
vocational school districts. It also appropriates $154.9 million of federal funds for Emergency
Assistance to Non-Public Schools, and $683,156,100 for Federal Coronavirus School Relief.?

Other appropriations

The bill appropriates S8 million of dedicated funds for FY 2021 to the Adjutant General
for coronavirus relief.?

And it appropriates $173 million of federal funds for FY 2021 to the Department of
Health for Public Health Emergency Response.?
