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DETAILED ANALYSIS

The bill designates the following highway and authorizes the Director of Transportation
to erect suitable markers along the highway indicating its name:

Designated Name “Firefighter Tommy Rees Memorial Highway”!

Highway The northbound and southbound lanes of State Route 142, between
Interstate Route 70 and United States Route 40, in Madison county.
