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BILL SUMMARY

e Revises the term of Ohio Legislative Service Commission members.

CONTENT AND OPERATION

The bill eliminates the requirement that members of the Ohio Legislative Service
Commission (LSC) serve on LSC during their term as a Senate or House member and
until their successors are appointed and qualified, notwithstanding the adjournment of
the General Assembly of which they are members or the expiration of their terms as
General Assembly members. Rather, under the bill, LSC members must serve only so
long as they are members of the General Assembly.!

Under continuing law, the Ohio Legislative Service Commission is a nonpartisan
agency providing to the General Assembly drafting, research, budget, and fiscal
services, along with training and other services. The Commission consists of 14
members: the Senate President, House Speaker, six members of the Senate, appointed
by the Senate President, not more than four of whom may be members of the same
political party, and six members of the House of Representatives, appointed by the
House Speaker, not more than four of whom may be members of the same political

party.
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
