Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill provides that an individual's statutory priority to decide whether or not
to withhold or withdraw life-sustaining treatment for the individual's relative is
forfeited if (1) the individual is the subject of a protection order, and the patient is the
alleged victim, or (2) the individual is married to the patient and they are in the process
of ending the marriage. As these provisions affect decisions made by family members in
the context of some medical crisis, there will be no direct fiscal effect on the state or any
of its political subdivisions.
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
